From the Government Affairs Committee


Current legislation of import to Emergency Nurses includes measures to fund a state wide SANE program, limit text messaging and cell phone use by novice drivers, provide clarity related to off-road and all-terrain vehicles, protect emergency responders from liability in a disaster, repeal the helmet law, and remove the Nursing Supply and Demand Commission.  Also, there are at least two bills addressing the Mental Health Crisis in the state that will directly impact our practice.


We are working closely with LSNA, ACEP, Advocates for Highway and Auto Safety, and Safe Roads to ensure that the voice of Emergency Nurses is heard.  


If you have not already signed up with ENA for the Legislative action alerts, please do so now.  Your legislators need to hear from you about items that directly impact your practice.


The legislation that will fund the SANE program is a direct result of a nurse asking for time with a legislator who listened to her concerns.  Those same concerns were there for all of us; the difference is that she did something about it.  


Please lend your support.  We can make a difference if we work together.  If you are interested in further information about the legislation mentioned above, or if I can assist you in your efforts to contact your legislator, please let me know.
